History Significant individuals such as Polar Explorers - Mathew Henson, Felicity Aston and
Astronauts - Neil Armstrong and historical events and their causes and
consequences.

To help your child to continue to make good progress we ask that you try to read at home every day
for at least 10 minutes, recording it in your child's reading diary. It is important that we can
monitor how often the children are reading at home and that we can record the children’s reading in
school. We change the children's once a week and your child will receive a phonics reading book and a
book from the class library.
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We kindly ask that children's book bags are clearly labelled with their full name. Please make sure
all of child's clothing is clearly labelled with their full name.
